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Members of the Published Authors Network Unite to Write “Forever Travels” 
Three years ago Shelagh Watkins set up the Published Authors Network and forum on the Internet. There are now three Published Authors groups on the social networks Facebook, LinkedIn and Goodreads with a combined membership of over four thousand members. In 2008, as they formed new friendships based on their love of writing, members of the Published Authors forum, publishedauthors.org, decided to join together in an anthology of short stories and poems. They wrote uplifting fiction and non-fiction short essays and inspiring poems on the theme of friendship. 
The administrator of the forum, Shelagh Watkins, who set up Mandinam Press in January 2008, offered to publish as well as edit Forever Friends, an anthology of short stories and poems written by writers from all regions of the world. This varied collection of captivating stories and poetry proved to be a great success. Linda Waterson of Apex Reviews wrote:

Since copies of the book have been sold and enjoyed by readers all around the world, it only seemed a matter of time before a follow up anthology would ensue. When one of the contributing authors, Elynne Chaplik-Aleskow, suggested a collection of short stories on the theme of travel, the suggestion soon became reality. 
The idea had great appeal, so Shelagh set about contacting a group of authors whom she knew would produce varied and interesting short stories. The completed book, Forever Travels, takes readers from Europe across the Atlantic Ocean to America, followed by lovers’ travels, then on to the Tropics, Africa, Australia and New Zealand … and beyond. 

Rockland County (NY) based,  multi-published author Chelle Cordero, whose personal website is http://ChelleCordero.com, is one of the writers whose work was chosen for the anthology, Forever Travels. Her short story, Stormy Weather, is a sweet romantic tale that develops during a hurricane in Florida. “I'm honoured to have my short story included,” says Ms. Cordero. “It is great to be invited to be a part of this project, which we all hope will be an enormous success.”
The short story continues to enjoy something of a revival, especially with all the new forms of electronic reading devices. As with Forever Friends, the attraction of this collection of work lies in its diversity and variety of genres: from non-fiction to creative non-fiction and fiction, there is something for everyone. The thirty-one stories have a wide appeal and are full of fun, adventure, humour and romance. Oh, and a bit of lust too!
